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	Welcome and Apologies: 
Bill welcomed all to the meeting and thanked Andy Green and Bob Piper for attending.

Apologies received from: Debbie Elwell and Parminder Kaur.
Guest Speakers : Bob Piper & Andy Green  from SMHH & Social Care Foundation Trust:
Andy circulated copies of recent presentation (Transforming Community Services) made to joint overview & scrutiny committee Wolverhampton & Sandwell. This mentioned the duty to involve Health Scrutiny, being joint matter, ongoing business talking about changing quickly.
Andy informed members how Foundation Trust will be affected by Transforming Initiatives.  Andy mentioned that Sandwell PCT manages range of community services, and prime function of PCT is commission of care.  PCT reminded that by 31/03/2011 there will be lots of pressure on PCT to say what services they need to get rid off. SMH Foundation Trust have been approached by Wolverhampton PCT to manage services and Dudley PCT approached SMH FT to manage children services (by interview & selection process) Walsall PCT recommended SMH Ft - for Specialist Living Disability.
It was mentioned that LINk are not represented on the Board, need to revisit this with Pam. Andy mentioned that there will no changes to service that is received by service users.
Simon asked how Trust are engaging with community - Andy said there had been restricted by process going through and PCT are responsible for communicating with the community. Wolverhampton PCT have received response that community happy with consultation process.
Bill asked if there will still be specialist places in Sandwell & Wolverhampton, or just some specialist service in one borough.  It was mentioned that a new service centre opened in November in Heath Lane, commissioned by Walsall, Wolverhampton & Sandwell.
By 1st April SMHFT will manage Walsall, Dudley & Wolverhampton  services ( for Mental Health) SMH from SMH to another title.  SMH have at present 2800 members in Sandwell. SMH need to be made aware of problems around Mental Health in Sandwell.  It was mentioned that PCT have now a one number contact service for the community.
Dot & Anne Marie, offered to give a presentation to the group on Mental Health.

Simon mentioned that Ideal for All newsletter can be utilised for SMH information. 
There is a need to invite outreach services to Care Homes ( Dementia)

Amaro thanked Andy & Bob for attending and look forward to continue working together, Andy & Bob quite happy to attend further meetings, exchange of information is important. Andy to send some membership forms to Amaro.
