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	Welcome and Apologies: 
The Chair opened the meeting, welcoming everyone. Apologies were noted from Jon Egan, Pam Jones, Hardeep Kaur and Amaro Pereira.
Conflicts of Interest

The Host noted BCHG.
Minutes of last Meeting: 
The minutes were agreed as accurate.
Matters Arising: 
Sheets had been circulated with the meeting papers summarising matters arising.

Pro-forma for Information Collection: This had been circulated with the minutes and members okayed it. They also agreed to spend £250 on training to use a database that will do trend analysis.
It was agreed to send the pro-forma with the next newsletter, and to send 50 copies to each MG member ahead of that.
Additional Support: Jacqueline had raised the Chair’s suggestions with Martin Samuels and was now looking for sign-off by Cllr Jaron prior to advertising the post.
Scrutiny: The Host updated that the work with Birmingham LINk appeared to be progressing well (and she had urged Birmingham Host to find a rep for the acute Trust); this work is to be discussed with Stuart Bentley from Sandwell Scrutiny on 20th October. The planned joint meeting has been shelved.

It was agreed to circulate Scrutiny/Host protocol.

Stroke Report: This has now been sent off formally to the Health and Wellbeing Board. Carol Powney updated re: Joyce Haye and it was recapped how Joyce was specifically looking to support BME survivors/carers, but was looking to do this in an integrated approach.

Posters/Open Forum: The posters were circulated and members agreed the layout etc. They also agreed they were happy to do a joint event with Ideal for All around ASSIST and it was proposed for Jon and Amaro to be contacted to help plan it as they’d done more work on ASSIST. Tariq agreed to be back up.

RCRH: Tariq updated that he hadn’t been to the partnership board as the meeting had moved to a Thursday, which is difficult for him to attend. Members were asked to consider if they might be able to cover the meeting in the long term.

Identification of Any Other Business
Bob Cohen had one item.

Host Update

Members first discussed the Host evaluation form.

The Host updated the LINk that Mumtaz Shah had approached the LINk about having a representative at a disability reference group; Dorothy Nemedi agreed to this. The Host would send her details.
Pam Jones had been invited the opening of the Henderson Unit on 27th October at Rowley Regis; Bill Hodgetts agreed to step in.
Members decided against a hospital magazine advert and would approach the Chronicle about a feature on LINk instead.
Carol, Bill, Bob, Dorothy agreed to attend the ‘Bringing Wisdom To Research’ event in Birmingham. Host to confirm.
The complaints procedure was signed off, to be put on the website.

Budget

Members reviewed the budget, noting the underspend. The Host also noted that there was additional underspend that may be accessed with council approval. One proposal was to consider outreach to young people.

It was agreed to put a review of progress against the workplan on the agenda for November. Members would consider how to best employ the budget to support this work.
Chair’s Update

Bill Hodgetts updated that Pam Jones had attended the Black Country (PCT) Cluster event and the major theme had been concern on communication coming out from it.
Secondly, a request for information from the LINk for the Health and Wellbeing Board had come through. Members agreed to send across all events organised according to Host monitoring information, and additionally the LINk health and social care subgroup meetings and the Open Forum.
Subgroups’ Update

Health and Social Care Subgroup: It was formally signed off to approach the senior management teams/councillors around the carer strategy consultation. Members added a commendation for how well Ron Heath had done in marshalling his evidence and putting forward points.
Transition Subgroup: It was formally signed off for LINk members to attend the regional LINk meetings and pay £20 per head to support the provision of the meetings. This would be reviewed after 12 months.
Meeting Feedback

Hospital Trust Board: Carol Powney updated that the discharge report had been discussed at the Trust Board and there would be a formal response to it. City and Sandwell were being given Trauma Unit status subject to meeting the standards of the trauma network. The stroke service evaluation criteria would be going to Overview and Scrutiny; acute and rehab wards had been separated. The new Hospital compulsory purchase order is still being finalised. With the performance monitoring, a non-exec had picked up an increase in 4 hr waits, but this was actually 5-8 in 300. Carol is going to monitor the ambulances situation reported by the express and star. PALS have said they’ve informed CQC they had a backlog which will be eliminated after December, so it will be a number of months before CQC are happy. Lastly, Carol had been looking at their patient survey findings for May-July: 8% had to wait for transport, 17.3% had delays on medication, 4.2% staff concerns, 24% didn’t know the name of their consultant. However, nursing quality standards have been improving year on year, with a 30% reduction in pressure sores.
Scrutiny: Bill Hodgetts explained that the last meeting had focused on GP Consortia/Clinical Commissioning Groups (CCGs). The CCGs in Sandwell were not financially big enough to be viable, so they may have to federate and join the 3 together.
Any Other Business:
Carer Strategy: Bob Cohen explained he’d raised objections to the consultation with Laura Brodrick and would be meeting with her to discuss further; he would feedback.
Lymphoedema Nurses: Dorothy Nemedi said due to the discontinuation of a lymphoedema nurse in Sandwell, patients had to take taxis to Lichfield. Host to ask Jessamy about this.
Cardio Rehab: Bill Hodgetts noted Hardeep Kaur had asked that the question be raised over the difference in cardio rehab provision at Sandwell and City. Carol Powney would address this.
